REQUEST FOR EXCEPTION

A protocol exception is a single occurrence of an intentional action or process that departs from the IRB-approved protocol.  Exceptions will not be granted if they increase risk, decrease benefit, or could have a negative affect a participant’s rights, safety, welfare, or the integrity of the resultant data. Examples include omitting an approved procedure that is not in the best interest of a specific participant or seeking permission to enroll one interested individual who does not meet the eligibility criteria. 

Exceptions made without prior IRB approval are deviations and constitute non-compliance.
